Storm Water Control Volunteers Wanted

Last October, Leeds experienced some of the most serious flooding seen by residents in more than a decade. It was
noteworthy the number of residents out in the aftermath of that storm, attending to their properties and helping neighbors.
Some properties in Town are subject to more frequent difficulties with storm water. The Town Council would like to or-
ganize a volunteer workforce, to not only assist in cleaning up, but to put in place preventative measures, on a best-
efforts basis, to try to keep storm water from damaging property. These measures might involve sandbags, lengths and
sheets of lumber, and cinder blocks. If you would be interested in participating in such an effort, please call Town Hall at
879-2447 or email Mayor@LeedsTown.org. Please use the same contact information to inform the Town if your property
faces a recurring challenge with storm water, so that if volunteers come forward they may be directed towards your situa-
tion.
